LAST WEEK'S GUEST SPEAKER

Chairman Ray then introduced our Guest
Speaker - Biljana Luccio - Leading Senior
Constable, Victoria Police - Crime Prevention
Unit. In introducing Biljana, Ray made several
references to Biljana’s achievements since
joining the Police Force in 1989, including her
highly recognized work in the Crime Prevention
Unit, for which she has received several Police
commendations.

Biljana’s presentation as she said was about
endeavouring to stop crime before it was
committed. Crime Prevention is really about
common sense, and being aware of
circumstances and people around us in our
every-day lives.

It was a fact that crimes involving theft from
motor cars was on the increase, but the police
really do wonder at the activities of some
motorists in leaving valuable items on full
display in their cars. A recent survey of a
metropolitan car park revealed many items just
sitting on the seats of cars - lap-top computers,
mobile phones, cash in the console, GPS units
still in the windscreen cradle, and other
valuable items - all on full display to a would-be
thief. Members were urged to ensure that when
they left their cars, all valuables were either
taken from the car, locked in the boot, or
hidden from view of people passing the vehicle.
Biljana cited the case of three businessmen
who stopped at a pub for lunch, and when
returning to their vehicle an hour or so later,
noticed the back window smashed, and the
three lap-top computers stolen. This was an oft
repeated scenario, where valuable items left in
motor vehicles are quickly stolen.

If owners of property would just take a moment
and think about what is on display, and could it
be stolen, crime would drop dramatically.

Awareness, and spreading the message via the
media and the production of posters etc, are
the tools of Biljana’s trade, in trying to raise the
awareness of the public of criminal operations,
in the hope they can be prevented.

Biljana works with statistics from various areas
of the Police Force in an endeavor to reduce the
incidence of crime and/or injury.

Recently an increase in injuries and death of
pedestrians in the City of Monash was noted. A
survey of a selection of the City revealed there

were some 170 non-functioning street lights,
which no doubt exacerbated the problem of
visibility of pedestrians in the area.

To assist residents in the area, a brochure was
prepared highlighting the problems of poor
visibility of persons walking at night, and this
was distributed to aged care facilities in the
area, as a means of making people aware of
what could be done to increase their visibility,
and thus reduce accidents.

Theft from shops too was on the increase - not
only goods sold in shops, but handbag thefts
particularly in grocery stores. The handbag
message was again repeated - “Keep it Light,
Held Tight, and Out of Sight, as depicted on the
poster.

Biljana was also responsible for the
development of a booklet for businesses. The
booklet is a very useful tool for training of staff
in the event of threats in a variety of situations
including Personal safety, Bomb threats,
Assisting people demonstrating aggressive
behavior, Armed robbery situations, or
Biological threats to staff or to members of the
public in the shop, or place of business. The
brochure has a number of segments dealing
with CCTV footage, Perimeter Security,
Electronic theft etc. The package also contained
a height marker to be affixed to the exit door to
assist in providing height details of the
offender.

A positive off-shoot of that kit was the
development of a residential kit aimed at
security issues for Parties, Vehicle Safety, Shed
Security, and for dealing with family violence.
The kits are left with persons who have been
the victim of crime.

Other Police initiatives were aimed at reducing
the theft of licence plates from cars, by fitting
one way screws, in conjunctions with Bunnings
stores.



ATM security too was discussed with the
recommendation made that whilst using an
ATM, persons should stand side-on to the
machine so they are aware of those around
them. Make the transaction, store the cash
securely in handbag or wallet, and move away
from the ATM. Count the cash only when in the

In concluding her presentation, Biljana thanked
members for their interest, and hoped her
presentation would assist members in not
becoming victims of crime. Should any
members wish to make further contact with
Biljana, she can be contacted at the
Nunawading Police complex.
